
Directions to Heydenshore Pavilion 

Take the 401 to Whitby, and exit 
at Brock Street - Hwy #12(not 
Brock Road!). Turn South onto 
Brock Street and follow it for 
about 2km. At the lake Brock 
Street will end at Water Street. 
Follow Water street and you will 
find Heydenshore Pavilion at the 
top of the hill. Free Parking is on 
the left side of the road, across 
from the Pavilion.  

Directions to Hebron Christian Reformed Church 

Take the 401 to Whitby, and 
exit at Brock Street - Hwy #12
(not Brock Road!). Turn North 
onto Brock Street and follow it 
for about 5km. Turn right at 
Taunton Road. Follow Taunton 
for about 1km to Anderson 
Road. Turn Left at Anderson 
and the Hebron church is on 
your left about 200 Meters 
North of Taunton Rd.

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   The earliest incarnation of 
the Whitby Brass Band dates 
back to 1863. With the excep-
tion of the two World Wars, 
the Whitby Brass Band has 
been making music ever 
since.  
In the 1920s and ó30s we be-
came Whitby Citizensô Band, 
and for a brief time after 
WWll, we were called the 
Whitby Police Band. How-

ever, by the mid ó50s the 
name Whitby Brass Band was 
here to stay. 
Whitbyôs Junior Band program 
is a vital adjunct to the senior 
band. Under the direction of 
Gerry Murphy, and assisted 
by volunteers from the senior 
band, Monday night rehears-
als have instruction for begin-
ners and more advanced jun-
ior band members. It should 
be noted that junior refers to 
playing ability, with ages rang-
ing from youth to senior citi-
zens. The Junior Band per-
forms regularly at Whitby 
Brass Band concerts, and 
also at their own events, thus 
ensuring an influx of new 
blood in the future. Amaz-
ingly, the instruments and tui-
tion are provided free of 
charge to participants. It is not 
surprising that quite a few of 
the youngsters who have 

grown up in the band have 
gone on to study music at uni-
versity. In the present Senior 
Band more than a third of the 
players came up through from 
the Junior Band. 
Under the direction of band-
master Roland Hill, Whitby 
Brass Band performs year-
round at many community 
events, including concerts in 
the park throughout the sum-
mer, indoor concerts, and a 
variety of parades throughout 
Southern Ontario, in all 
weathers. However, the band 
is so much more than turning 
up for rehearsals on a Thurs-
day. The bonds of camarade-
rie and friendship forged over 
the years run deep, and make 
this a very special organiza-
tion.
